The Casefor Supportis a self-contained descriptionof the proposedresearch andcontains two parts:

‘Previous TrackRecord’,and‘ProposedResearch andits Context’.
In the Previous Track Record(maximum 2sides ofA4) youshould provide a summaryof the results andconclusions ofrecent workin the technological/scientific areacovered byyour research proposal. This should also include a description of previous collaborative work, where relevant.Please also outline the specific expertise of the applicants inthis subject area,and the expertise availableatthe UK andChinahostorganisations.

In the ProposedResearch and itsContextsection(maximum6sides ofA4) youshouldincludeinformationon the background,programme and methodology,relevance to beneficiaries, anddissemination. Inparticular you should:

•
Introduce the topic of research andexplainits academic andindustrial context,demonstrating howit relates toleadingresearchin the UK,in Chinaand worldwide;

•
Identifythe overallaims of the project and the individual measurable objectives against which you wouldwishthe outcome of the workto be assessed;

•
Detailthe methodologyto be usedinpursuitof the research,andjustify this choice;

•
Explain why the proposed projectis ofsufficienttimelinesandnoveltyto warrantconsiderationfor funding;

•
Detailwhy the research proposedis of nationalimportance to both the UKandChina.
•
Describe the programme of work, indicating the research to be undertaken,and themilestones thatwillbe used to measure its progress. Youshould describe the roles ofeach memberof the research teams in the UK andChina;
•
Detailhow the proposed project will be managed across the twocountries, withparticulardemonstrationof the addedbenefits to each party due to the collaboration;
•
Identifythe potentialimpacts ofthe projectandshow who will bethe likelybeneficiaries ofthe proposed research;
•
Indicate the proposeddissemination andtechnologytransfer routes that will be used,andexplain how the transferof knowledge will takeplace to beneficiaries and thegeneralpublic.

•
Identifywhat mechanisms will beinplace to identify,protect and eventuallyexploit any exploitableresults which mayarise fromthe research(include details ofanyspecific collaborative agreement,where relevant).

•
Youshouldinclude any illustrations andlists of references withinthe 6- page limitof thissection.Theyshould notbe submitted as separate annexes.

Alongwith the jointCase forSupport,applicants to EPSRC willalso need toinclude animpactplan,adiagrammaticworkplan,andaJustificationofResources.
TheImpact Plan(up to two sides ofA4),shoulddescribe how the potentialimpacts of the proposed research will be realised andthis shouldcover theproject as a whole.

Youshould also submitaone page DiagrammaticWork Plan(forexample,a PERT or Ganttchart).This shouldcover the project as a whole,detailing significantmilestones andshowinghowdifferent aspects of the project willlink together and be managed.
You willneed toinclude aJustification ofResources (up to two sides ofA4) through the Je-S System.This should detail the resources requested for the UK- Chinaproject as a whole.Youshouldjustify everythingrequestedon both proposals,so that peer reviewers have enoughinformationonthe project as a whole to understandwhythe resources requested are necessaryfor your proposed project.
Youshould alsoinclude CVs (up to 2sides ofA4each) for named researchers, visiting researchers and researcherco-investigators,andlettersofsupportfrom anyproject partners (no page limit).
